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7. INFORMATION ON TRANSPORT 

Transfers to and from Riyadh Airport and official hotels and the training venue will be provided 

to participants who have provided their flight details through the identified channels.

8. CURRENCY 

Saudi Riyal (SR). The SR is always fixed to the US dollar ($); $1 equals to 3.75 SR.

10.  LANGUAGES 

         Arabic language is the official language of Saudi Arabia; however, English language is used widely 
in Riyadh. 

11. SECURITY 

The crime rate in Saudi Arabia is medium on UNDSS security advisory. However, visitors are 
advised to observe common safety practices while travelling (e.g. storing valuables in safe, 
keeping wallets in a secure pocket, etc.). For any security incident, visitors should contact the 
police on 999. 

12. MEDICAL AND HEALTH 

Emergency and urgency medical assistance will be provided free of charge within the premises 
where the training will take place. Nevertheless, it is advised to take out international travel 
insurance to cover any medical expenses in case of medical treatment. 

13. WEATHER 

Approximate temperatures in June will vary between 35º - 40ºC.  

14. INTERNET 

Internet Access free of charge will be available at the event training room. Hotels normally offer 
free WiFi connectivity.
